It has come to our attention that you have been in contact with a convicted criminal we are currently pursuing. She is rather sneaky and very efficient at evading the law. We have had some leads that she may live in Fort McMurray. Until now we have been unable to confirm these suspicions.


We write to you to ask you for your help in apprehending this criminal. Given your relationship with the alleged criminal we understand that you will need some reasoning as to why it is important that we apprehend this vicious criminal once and for all.
